DRCA Background:

DRCA is a 501©6 non-profit association which was organized to educate government decision
makers and public opinion leaders on the industry’s role in helping constituents prepare for,
respond to, recover from and mitigate against disasters, and to advocate for government
support on issues unique to the disaster recovery industry.
